A Sessions

Leadership Rocklin begins in September with a
get acquainted barbecue and continues monthly
until graduation in June. Classes are held the
third Thursday of each month at various locations
in South Placer County. Sessions begin at 7:30
a.m. and end at 3:00 p.m. A continental breakfast
and lunch are provided each day. Full day
participation is required.

Students also attend four community events such
as a Rocklin Chamber function, city council,
school board and supervisors meetings.

Leadership Rocklin is open to individuals who
live or work in South Placer County and seek to
contribute their skills, knowledge and experience
to benefit the community. Class size is limited.
Potential participants will be interviewed as part
of the selection process.

A Tuition

Tuition is $475 for Rocklin Chamber members,
$525 for non-members, which includes all
speakers, locations and meals. A $50 refundable
deposit is due upon submission of the application.
Deposit will be credited towards tuition. Tuition
must be paid in full prior to the first session and is
non-refundable.
